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Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Test review for personal finance
Grade Level: 10th
Materials: access to computers and smart board or projector
Summary (and Rationale):  Students will complete various tasks in order to review the important concepts and terms involving personal finance in review for the test.  Students will use an online site called Quizlet in order to create a study tool for the section assigned to their group of 4-5.  Each group will complete a section of vocabulary including the 10 most important terms and then publish them to the site.  This means everyone will have access to a review from each section when the activity is finished.  Using a smart board or projector we will project the Quizlets up on the board.  The class will split into groups and students will take turns coming up to the board.  Each student will have a chance to earn points for their team for guessing the right term, connecting it to its meanings or accurately completing the games on Quizlet.  The team with the most points at the end of the class wins and gets two bonus points added to their test grade.  Students will then complete a ticket out the door where they write down five sentences using key terms that show understanding of the term, terms must be from a different section than they created a Quizlet for.  The test will be created around the terms that the students picked out as most important, if they miss key points I will add them during class so the students are not unprepared by not having the material to study.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): Students will be divided up into groups of 4-5 and assigned a section of the book in which they are to choose the 10 most important vocab words to use to create a Quizlet. 10 min
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

Assessment: Creation of the Quizlet and Ticket out the door 5 min
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance): Once students are divided up they will discuss among each other what the most important concepts or terms there are in their section.  They will log onto Quizlet and input the terms and their definitions.  Students will review their own Quizlet for accuracy and begin practicing and studying until the other groups are ready to reconvene. 20 min
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): Once the students are finished with their individual Quizlets the class will reconvene.  The class will be re-divided into two big teams.  Students will take turns coming to the board in order to answer questions or play the games on Quizlet.  Accurate answers gain their team points.  Each student will get the opportunity to earn points. The team with the most points will get two bonus points added to their test.  If everyone participates and tries hard the losing team may be awarded a point as well for effort. 30 min
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): When the game is over the students will reflect on the activity and have the opportunity to ask questions and put in their input on the effectiveness of this activity as a review.  They will have a time to clear up any last minute confusions with the material. 10 min
VI. Independent Practice: Students will be asked to use 5 of the terms or concepts that are not from the section they worked on in small groups in sentences in order to express real world application of the words.  They will hand this in as a ticket out the door. 10 min

Plans for Individual Differences: If a student does not have access to the internet, I can print out the Quizlet review for them or allow them to stay after school/come before school and study in my room.
Students of lower ability will be given the easier tasks during the team game in order to give them a better chance to score points and not feel anxiety being at the board.  I will also let them volunteer when they feel ready to go up.  I will tell them before the game just to signal me when they feel comfortable and we could pre-discuss what task they feel most comfortable with.
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
